The 

challenges involve each of us individually, 

each church and pastor, each association, 

every state convention, seminary, and every 

Southern Baptist leader.  

 The challenges for Beulah Baptist 

Association are:  

1. Enthusiastically embrace the missional 

vision and core values of the SBC,      

allowing them to guide our work and set 

our priorities.  

2. Adopt the 2000 Baptist Faith and     

Message as our confessional basis of    

association and adopt some shared core 

values and priorities that characterize 

the cooperating churches of our           

association.  

3. Organize quarterly association prayer 

meetings for the conversion of the lost 

and the planting of sound churches in 

the underserved and unreached areas of 

North America and around the globe.

Then     

secondly, we must learn to abide with Jesus at all times.  While it is true He is always with us, it is 

equally true that we are not abiding in Him when we worry about things beyond our control.     

Remember also that what is out of our control is in His control.  In addition, a sure way to relieve 

anxiety is to live the crucified life.  This simply means we live for Christ and not for ourselves.  We 

die to self-centered behavior.
